DISPLACEMENT OR SATURATION AND INFUSION
Galatians 5:22  But the fruit of the Spirit is . . . (KJV)

fruit of the Spirit:  genitive of association

Colossians 1:8  and he also informed us of your love in the Spirit. (NAS)

in the Spirit:  dative of sphere

Displacement or Saturation?  Being “in the Spirit” is best understood as saturation and infusion rather than displacement.

displacement:  to take the place of
infusion:  to fill or cause to be filled with something
saturate:  to soak, fill, or load to capacity

organic connection:  the result of saturation and infusion; the term used to describe the union of the believer and the Spirit into “oneness;” so connected that you cannot tell one from the other.
Illustrations
Displacement:  When a solid rock is dropped into a tub full of water, the rock does not become saturated with water.  It displaces water.  
Saturation:  If you drop a towel into a tub full of water, the towel does not displace the water, it becomes saturated with water.

In like manner, when the born-again Christian yields to the Holy Spirit and enters “the sphere of the Spirit,” the Christian does not displace the Spirit, but becomes saturated with the Spirit.  Hence, every thought, every spoken word, and every act that comes from this Christian’s life while “in the Spirit” is permeated with divine nature qualifying them as Christ-like character and/or Christ-like service unto God.
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
