“Operation KRRY”: Romans 6:6, 11, 13

and Interrelated Thoughts
Introduction

If you are a born-again Christian, you are royalty. You are a royal priest and a royal ambassador. As a royal priest, you represent yourself before God. As a royal ambassador you represent God before your fellow man. As royalty, we as Christians are to live by a system of protocol, and protocol is defined as follows:

Protocol is a rigid, long established code, prescribing complete deference to superior rank and authority, followed by a strict adherence to due order of precedence, coupled with a precisely correct procedure.

The old-man in every one of us wants to say, “Protocol, smotocol, hadacol! Get out of my way, and let me do this thing the way I want to.” Well, that’s OK. Go ahead and do it your way; but remember, all of us, you, me, we as born-again Christians have a one-on-one appointment with Jesus at the bema seat, and I wonder what He’s going to say about a “protocol, smotocol, hadacol” attitude regarding the “precisely correct procedure” that our Heavenly Father has designed for each of us to overcome our sinful nature as part of the resolution of the angelic conflict into which battle every member of the human race was drafted at the moment of physical birth?
You might be asking, “What’s the issue, Pastor?” That’s a legitimate question that deserves an honest answer. We are living in an age wherein Christianity, in general, in the United States, has morphed into forms that only remotely resemble the Christianity of the Bible. What we see, in general, is ritual without reality, or calls for political correctness, or emotionalism devoid of reality, or attempts to teach the gamut of doctrine without a clear and accurate articulation of “how-to” produce the Christ-like life demanded of us by God the Father whose “protocol” plan we are to follow. Is it really “my-way” or should it be “God’s-way?”
Let’s relate the concept of “protocol plan” to God the Father’s plan that provides the means by which every born-again Christian can overcome his or her very own personal sinful nature. “Oh, really?” you say. “You mean that God the Father has given me the means of producing victory over my sinful nature?” The answer is simple. Yes, He has. Well, if He has, then, what is it? I refer to it as “Operation KRRY.”

At this point, I have a confession to make. I first learned of “Operation KRRY” in 1971 when I was introduced to Miles Stanford who taught what is referred to as the “identification truths.” I learned these identification truths, and even taught them as early as 1971; however, I taught them more as academic information at that time because I knew of there existence in Scripture, but was uncertain as to how they really worked out in the moment-by-moment life. I continued to intersperse these identification truths into my teaching, but without a clear understanding of how important they were to the moment-by-moment Christian walk. At some point in the development of my own spiritual life, I began to refer to the identification truths as “Operation KRRY,” taken from Romans 6:6, 6:11, and 6:13 in the King James Version. I can assure my readers that the switch in terminology from “identification truths” to “Operation KRRY” was not an attempt on my part to be unique or to “one-up” Miles Stanford. The concept of “Operation KRRY” had become so real to me that I was compelled to teach the identification truths as “Operation KRRY.”
There are three amazing things that have emerged regarding the concept of “Operation KRRY.” First, its acceptance among many Christians; second, it’s rejection by many others; and third, the honest questions that have come from friends that challenge to a deeper understanding of this most amazing provision by God the Father for overcoming our sinful nature during the angelic conflict.

Two of the challenges to a deeper understanding of “Operation KRRY” relate to the following: 1) “HOW” are knowing, reckoning1, reckoning2, and yielding applied to the moment-by-moment Christian walk; and 2) “when knowing, and reckoning1, and reckoning2” are understood and applied for the first time, thereafter, can we not just skip knowing, and reckoning1, and reckoning2, and just jump straight to yielding to the Holy Spirit every time yielding is necessary?”
The motivation for this paper was primarily stimulated by challenge number 2 above. The challenge did not come as, “Man, you need to rethink this!” Actually, the motivation came from causal comments from friends that caused me to consider how-often knowing, and reckoning1, and reckoning2 have to be applied to the moment-by-moment walk in the process of overcoming our personal sinful nature. I am indebted to all who offer challenges and cause plunging into a deeper understanding of every grace provision from God the Father that results in victory over our sinful nature. Challenges should not be taken as offensive. Truth will stand under the greatest scrutiny, but that which needs to be altered or deepened needs to be altered or deepened -- without question.
This paper is a compilation of a number of related ideas stimulated by the mindful search toward answering the following question. Do the concepts of knowing, reckoning1, and reckoning1 have to be applied more than one time after they are learned, believed, and applied the first time?

Do not approach this paper as though one paragraph ought to build upon the preceding paragraph. Among other things, treat the paragraphs as a series of ideas from which inductive conclusions might be drawn.
I pray that this paper will challenge your thinking while at the same time challenge you to a deeper understanding of the importance of “Operation KRRY” to victory over your sinful nature and to spiritual growth in your moment-by-moment Christian walk.

Here We Go!
Romans 6:6, 6:11, 6:13 provide the mechanics for overcoming the body’s sinful nature. This tool is referred to as “Operation KRRY.” This paper is a compilation of thoughts related to “Operation KRRY” designed to give the believer greater insight into the victories that God the Father has designed for anyone who is willing to work His plan rather than work his or her own plan. This paper is to be studied. It is no more than academic information for the casual reader.
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Redundancy

As you encounter redundancy throughout this paper, understand that redundancy is the choice of the author. This paper is to be studied, and when statements are made in one section, and alluded to in another, if redundancy is not present, often the point is not remembered, missed, or not understood. If redundancy is not needed by you personally, please be patient. It is present for those who do need it. Your patience is appreciated.

Some Terminology Encountered in This Paper
abstract: Something that actually exists, but is imperceptible to sight, hearing, feeling, smelling, or taste.

alertness: The mental state consciously entered that prepares the mind to be on the lookout for circumstances of life that trigger old-man strategies imbedded on the soul’s subconscious launching platform. Alertness precedes awareness.
auto-pilot: the condition of life wherein the believer is oblivious to the next circumstance of life, just rolling with the punches of life as they come; functioning in life minus the virtues of alertness and awareness; this is the “hey, man, what’s happenin’” mentality.

automatic: the term used to describe the nature of an application of a habituated strategy.

awareness: The mental condition that recognizes a circumstance of life that triggers an old-man strategy embedded on the soul’s subconscious launching platform. Awareness results from alertness. By definition, awareness does not occur until the circumstance of life that triggers an old-man strategy has been recognized. Until a circumstance has been recognized, the mind remains in a state of alertness.
clothes closets: The term used to describe that portion of the soul’s spiritual heart that stores vocabulary, categorized doctrines, and data that forms norms and standards.

clothing: The term used to describe an old-man belief or a new-man belief. This word is synonymous with strategy whether an old-man strategy or a new-man strategy.

conscious launching platform: The location in the soul from which an unhabituated new-man strategy is applied to a life situation by means of a conscious and deliberate decision.
escrow blessings: Blessings provided by God the Father in eternity past to be distributed during the lifetime of the believer who has met the condition(s) to receive the distribution.
escrow rewards: Rewards provided by God the Father in eternity past to be distributed at the bema seat judgment to the believer who has met the condition(s) to receive the distribution.
habituated: The resultant condition of having made a sufficient number of conscious applications of a particular strategy from the conscious launching platform so that all future applications are made subconsciously, that is, without thought from the subconscious platform.
influence: When the intrinsically neutral soul is yielded to the body’s sinful nature, it is said that the intrinsically neutral soul is being influenced by the sinful nature. When the intrinsically neutral soul is yielded to the Holy Spirit, it is said that the intrinsically neutral soul is being influenced by the Holy Spirit.
launching center: That location in the soul’s heart that contains two launching platforms, a conscious launching platform and a subconscious launching platform, from which platforms strategies are applied to life’s situations. By analogy, the launching center is “Cape Canaveral” within the boundaries of which specific launching platforms are located.
launching pad: Synonymous with launching platform.

launching platform: The general location in the soul’s heart from which strategies are applied to life’s situations; either the conscious launching platform or the subconscious launching platform.
logical order: logical order is distinguished from chronological order; chronological order implies a time lapse between each step; logical order implies that several steps can occur simultaneously while recognizing that there is a distinct order to those steps, meaning one step must logically occur before another.

new-man: An abstract personification of the intrinsically neutral soul under the influence of the Holy Spirit who resides in the human spirit.

new-man functions: Christ-centered self-consciousness, Christ-centered volition, Christ-centered mentality, Christ-centered emotion, Christ-centered conscience.

neutral: Neither sinful nor spiritual; the nature of the human soul.

neutral man: An abstract personification of the “person” who is the “Director” of the intrinsically neutral soul.

neutral-man functions: Neutral self-consciousness, neutral volition, neutral mentality, neutral emotion, neutral conscience.

obedience/true obedience: “Obedience” occurs when the believer follows God the Father’s plan for his or her life, but does so from the source of the old-man. “True obedience” occurs when the believer follows God the Father’s plan for his or her life, but does so from the source of the new-man.
old-man: An abstract personification of the intrinsically neutral soul under the influence of the human body’s sinful nature.

old-man functions: Self-centered self-consciousness, self-centered volition, self-centered mentality, self-centered emotion, self-centered conscience.

personification: An abstraction represented as having personality, that is, as though the abstraction were able to think, feel, speak, act, or reason. Personification treats an abstraction as though it was a real person; the terms old-man, neutral-man, and new-man are abstract personifications.

process of habituation: This is an important concept. The preposition “of” should be understood as “leading to” habituation. When a strategy is in the process leading to habituation, the implication is that the strategy being habituated has not yet been habituated; until a strategy has been habituated it is important to understand that the process of habituation occurs only on the conscious launching platform; until a strategy has been habituated, it is totally divorced from the subconscious launching platform.
reaction/response: “Reaction” is the term used to denote an application of an old-man strategy to a life situation. “Response” is the term used to designate an application of a new-man strategy to a life situation.
right thing: The term used to designate a divinely decreed principle, promise, doctrine, technique, rule for living, or operational procedure.
right way: The term used to describe any function from the source of the new-man.
solution: Synonymous with the words clothing and strategy.
soul’s heart: That part of the soul’s mentality that contains both the old-man and new-man clothes closets and the launching center.
strategy: Synonymous with clothing and solution.

subconscious launching platform: The location in the soul’s heart from which either an old-man or new-man strategy is applied to a life situation.
wrong thing: The term used to designate even the slightest distortion of a divinely decreed principle, promise, doctrine, technique, rule for living, or operational procedure; also referred to as an “evil principle” because it is a distortion of truth.
wrong way: The term used to describe any function from the source of the old-man.
Our Scripture Text|

Romans 6:6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

Romans 6:11 Likewise reckon1 ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but [reckon2 ye also yourselves] alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Romans 6:13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God [the Holy Spirit], as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. KJV

Key Words in These Three Verses

These three verses contain the following words: knowing, reckon1, reckon2, yield. Using the first letter of each of these four words, I developed the following acronym: KRRY. In addition, since the Christian way of life is associated with the spiritual battle referred to as the “Angelic Conflict,” I took a page from military terminology and added the word “Operation” to my acronym that resulted in the following phrase: “Operation KRRY.”
The Missing Link

“Operation KRRY” is the missing link in producing the Christ-like life demanded of the Christian in the post-Canon period of the Church Age. The following verses of Scripture indicate the Christian’s objective to be Christ-likeness: Romans 8:29; Galatians 2:20; Galatians 4:19; 2 Corinthians 3:18; Philippians 1:21. This link, “Operation KRRY,” is missing in modern-day preaching and teaching when the subject is “obedience” in the execution of the Christian way of life. Generally speaking, the Christian in the pew is being told from the pulpit, “Now that you are a born-again Christian, God demands obedience from you.” That statement is absolutely correct, but it is misleading for one of three reasons: 1) the communicator is biblically ignorant of “Operation KRRY” as part of the biblical process that results in true obedience; or 2) the communicator misinterprets the biblical mechanics of true obedience; or 3) the communicator willfully rejects the biblical mechanics of true obedience.
True Obedience

“True obedience” requires the following four simultaneous functions:

· 1)
spiritual salvation.
· 2)
being clean before the Lord through an up-to-date confession of all known post-salvation sins.
· 3)
function in “Operation KRRY”.
· 4)
an application of pertinent truth to the life situation from your royal priesthood or your royal ambassadorship. In short, this is “doing the right thing in the right way.”
Three Modern-day Preaching and Teaching Errors Regarding True Obedience
There are three modern-day preaching and teaching errors regarding true obedience:
 1.
Some modern-day preachers and teachers ignore step 2 and step 3, calling only for step 4 as though obedient application of truth would result in step 1, spiritual salvation.

Step 2: ignore.
Step 3: ignore.
Step 4: application of pertinent truth to the life situation from the source of the old-man, erroneously believed to result in . . .

Step 1: spiritual salvation. (Step 1 is out of order, placed here by the preaching of a false Gospel)
The net result: This is obedience from the source of the old-man resulting in the production of human good that will be the focus of judgment at the Great White Throne at which time the unbeliever will be condemned to the eternal lake-of-fire.

 2.
Others preach and teach the process of moving from step 1, spiritual salvation, directly to step 4, the application of pertinent truth to the life situation, while completely ignoring step 2 and step 3.

Step 1: spiritual salvation received.

Step 2: ignore.

Step 3: ignore.

Step 4: application of pertinent truth to the life situation resulting in obedience from the source of the old-man.

The net result: This believer is eternally saved, but with loss of blessings-in-time and loss of rewards-in-eternity due to obedience from the source of the old-man resulting in the production of human good that will be burnt-up at the Bema Seat of Christ.

 3.
Yet others preach and teach the process of moving from step 1, spiritual salvation, to step 2, and then directly to step 4, the application of pertinent truth to the life situation, while completely ignoring step 3.

Step 1: spiritual salvation.
Step 2: confession of all post-salvation sins.
Step 3: ignore.

Step 4: application of pertinent truth to the life situation resulting in obedience.
The net result: This believer is eternally saved, but with loss of blessings-in-time and loss of rewards-in-eternity due to obedience from the source of the old-man resulting in the production of human good that will be burnt-up at the Bema Seat of Christ.

A Look Again at True Obedience

The following steps simultaneously applied are required for true obedience:

Step 1: spiritual salvation.

Step 2: confession of all post-salvation sins.

Step 3: “Operation KRRY”.

Step 4: application of pertinent truth to the life situation; doing the right-thing in the right-way.

The net result: This believer is eternally saved and the distribution of escrow blessings-in-time and the distribution of escrow rewards-in-eternity is due to true obedience from the source of the new-man resulting in the production of divine good that is worthy of blessing and reward.
Calling for Obedience
I refer to this modern-day teaching and preaching error as “calling for obedience, but doing so without any mention of ‘Operation KRRY.’” The net result of this type of preaching and teaching is obedience to the principles, promises, doctrines, techniques, rules for living, and operational procedures of the Christian way of life that will be accomplished in the energy of the flesh which is tantamount to obedience from the source of the old-man. The net results again: 1) the unbeliever is cast into the eternal lake-of-fire; and 2) the believer loses escrow blessings-in-time and escrow rewards-in-eternity.
How Then Does “Operation KRRY” Function?
The answer to this question is easy to explain, but may be difficult to understand without meditating on the mechanics of moving away from a “habituated” old-man reaction to a “habituated” new-man response. Until the human mind is engaged to consider all that is involved in moving away from a “habituated” old-man reaction to a “habituated” new-man response, the net result will be that this believer may want to do “the right thing in the right way” but will remain confused regarding “how-to” make “Operation KRRY” work in his or her life.
Moving a Piece of Old-man or New-Man Clothing

from the Conscious Launching Platform to the Subconscious Launching Platform
(it works the same way for both types of clothing)

Introduction

Make certain you distinguish #1 from #2:
1.
moving a piece of clothing from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform.

2.
moving a piece of old-man clothing from the subconscious launching platform back to the old-man clothes closet.

Make certain you distinguish #3 from #4:

3.
moving a piece of new-man clothing from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform.

4.
moving a piece of new-man clothing from the new-man clothes closet to the conscious launching platform.
How the Move Is Made from the

Conscious Launching Platform to the Subconscious Launching Platform
 1.
The “launching center” is the location in the soul’s spiritual heart from which all application is made to a life situation.

 2.
The “launching center” contains two “launching platforms”:
· conscious launching platform.
· subconscious launching platform.
 3.
A specific piece of clothing will reside either on the conscious launching platform or the subconscious launching platform, but never on both at the same time.
 4.
All clothing located at the launching center initially resides on the conscious launching platform, but never initially on the subconscious launching platform.
 5.
The issue for every born-again Christian is to learn “how” a piece of clothing is moved from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform.
 6.
The “how” can be illustrated by a computer analogy:
A.
When transferring data from a CD to your computer, you place the CD into “D drive” to be transferred to your “C drive.”

· “D drive” represents “the conscious launching platform.”

· “C drive” represents “the subconscious launching platform.”
B.
The following is true:

1)
Data can be readily accessed by your computer from the CD in your “D Drive” before it is ever transferred to your “C Drive.”
Application: The “neutral-man,” also known as the “Director” of your soul, can access a piece of clothing on the soul’s conscious launching platform before that piece of clothing ever reaches the subconscious launching platform.

2)
While data is in the process of being transferred from your “D drive” to your “C drive,” you cannot access any of the data being transferred to your “C drive” until the data transfer has become complete. 
Application: A piece of clothing residing on the conscious launching platform that is in the process of being habituated is merely “in the process of being transferred” to the subconscious launching platform; therefore, as long as it is in the process of being habituated, it remains on the conscious launching platform and cannot be accessed from the subconscious launching platform because it is not yet there – and will not be available until the transfer process is complete.
3)
While watching a transfer of data from a CD in your “D drive” to your “C drive,” a bar often appears on your computer monitor that indicates the percentage of data that is being processed from your “D drive” to your “C drive.” Until the data transfer from your “D drive” to your “C drive” is complete, you cannot access that data on your “C drive” because the data is not transferred to your “C drive” until the processing is complete.
Application: Habituation is a process, and until the habituation process is complete, any piece of clothing that is in the process of being habituated remains on the conscious launching platform and will be applied from the conscious launching platform – meaning that you have to give some measure of thought before applying that piece of clothing to a life situation.
4)
When the bar on your computer indicates 100%, the transfer of data is NOW made from your “D drive” to your “C drive,” and you can for the first time access the transferred data from your “C drive.”

Application: When a piece of clothing on your conscious launching platform has been transferred to your subconscious launching platform, it can NOW be accessed for application to a life situation.

5)
As the amount of data in the process of being transferred from your “D drive” to your “C drive” increases, the amount of time to complete the transfer diminishes.
Application: As the number of applications of a particular piece of clothing located on your conscious launching platform increases, the amount of time having to think about applying that particular piece of clothing decreases – yet it is still being applied from the conscious launching platform.
6)
When the data residing on the CD in your “D drive” is transferred to your “C drive,” the transferring process has been completed. NOW, and only NOW, are you able to access the transferred data from your “C drive.”

Application: When you have applied a piece of clothing from the conscious launching platform to a life situation the required number of times to have habituated that piece of clothing, the process of habituation has been completed; and NOW, that piece of clothing is located on the subconscious launching platform; and the moment a life situation arises that requires that piece of clothing to be applied to the situation, not one second of thought is required before it is applied. It is simply applied. Call it what you may, “automatic,” “reflex,” or “whatever,” it is applied with absolutely no thinking time required before the application is made. That is what is meant by a “habituated” reaction or response.
An Illustration: “How” the Process of Habituation Occurs
The table below represents a new-man strategy in the process of habituation while it is located on the conscious launching platform. There are 20 rows in 20 columns. Each box in each row represents advance in the process of habituation. Note that the new-man strategy in the process of habituation does not move to the subconscious launching platform -- represented by the 20th row -- until it has been applied 20 times, at which time it becomes habituated. The subconscious launching platform is shown as red in the 20th column. Remember, this is an illustration, so if the number of applications required to habituate a new-man strategy is less than 20, then just reduce the number of columns in the illustration below. Remember, rows run from left to right. Columns run up and down. Discussion of the illustration follows row #20 below.

The following information is implied in the illustration above:

 1.
Although not in view, this illustration implies the functions of alertness and awareness to be at work.
 2.
Each black box represents one and only one application of a specific new-man strategy. As there may be hundreds and hundreds of new-man strategies provided in the protocol plan of God that the believer must learn and apply, this illustration focuses on only ONE (1) of the many new-man strategies that are available to the believer.

 3.
Each white box in any row (left to right) represents a length of time required to determine the new-man strategy to be applied. It should be clear from the illustration that the elapsed decision making time decreases as the number of applications increase. Why is this so? It’s by divine design that as man applies learned strategies, the elapsed time from one decision to the next regarding the same strategy decreases during the habituating process.
 4.
Note that as the process of habituation continues, the time required to determine the new-man strategy to be applied diminishes.
 5.
Box #1 in row #1 contains only one new-man strategy, and it’s the same strategy throughout the entire illustration. Every black box represents an application of the same new-man strategy throughout the illustration. Row #1 represents one application. Row #2 represents a second application. Row #3 represents a third application, and so on.
 6.
The single box, #20, in row #20, column #20, represents the subconscious launching platform. The fact that this 20th box in row #20, column #20 is black represents the fact that the process of habituating a new-man strategy has occurred.

Note, again, that this illustration represents the process of habituating only one new-man belief (strategy, solution, piece of clothing). Every pertinent new-man principle, promise, doctrine, technique, rule for living, and organizational procedure must follow the same process as illustrated above. “No way,” you say. “Oh, yes,” I say. “Remember, it’s the divinely decreed plan of God the Father.”
 7.
For illustration purposes only, suppose that each row of white boxes represents a certain amount of time required to determine “what to do” (what strategy should be used) in a life situation being encountered. Suppose row #1, box #2 represents 18 seconds of contemplation time before the decision is determined to apply the same strategy that was previously applied in row #1, box #1. In the diagram that follows, the row and the column coordinate with the larger illustration above. The issue here is to demonstrate the diminishing amount of time to determine a decision as the process of habituation occurs.

The first time a new-man strategy is applied to a life situation from the conscious launching platform (row #1, box #1), the logical order of the following four step process has to be followed (the conditions of mental alertness and mental awareness are assumed as functioning prior to and during the following steps in the process; without mental alertness preceding mental awareness, the following four step process will never occur):
· reckon1 the old-man dead to the sinful nature.
· reckon2 the new-man alive unto God the Father.
· a mental attitude of yieldedness to the Holy Spirit.
· an application of new-man strategy.
 7.
The second time the same new-man strategy is applied, row #2, box #2, the following process has to be followed (the conditions of mental alertness and mental awareness are assumed as functioning prior to and during the following steps in the process; without mental alertness preceding mental awareness, the following four step process will never occur):
· reckon1 the old-man dead to the sinful nature.
· reckon2 the new-man alive unto God the Father.
· a mental attitude of yieldedness to the Holy Spirit.
· an application of new-man strategy.
 8.
This same four steps must be followed as the process of habituation takes place in rows #1 through #19, (the conditions of mental alertness and mental awareness are assumed as functioning prior to and during the following steps in the process; without mental alertness preceding mental awareness, the following four step process will never occur):
· reckon1 the old-man dead to the sinful nature.
· reckon2 the new-man alive unto God the Father.
· a mental attitude of yieldedness to the Holy Spirit.
· an application of new-man strategy.

Why are reckon1 and reckon2 required functions in all black boxes #1-#19? They are required for the following reasons:
· The black boxes #1-#19 are located on the conscious launching platform.

· Habituated strategies require no thought at the moment of application.

· The conscious launching platform requires thought before an application can be made in any box. It’s the very nature of the conscious launching platform.
· The reason thought must be given before application is made in black boxes #1-#19 is because the new-man strategy to be applied has not yet been habituated.

· New-man strategies that have not been habituated require thought before application is made.

· The thought process goes like this (alertness and awareness are assumed):

· I am encountering a life situation.

· The nature of this situation has previously triggered an application.

· I recognize that the previous application was a reactive old-man strategy applied from my subconscious platform.
· On this present occasion, I choose to reckon1 my old-man dead to his previous sinful reaction.
· I also recognize that my victory over this old-man sinful reaction in this situation comes through my new-man.

· Therefore, I reckon2 my new-man alive unto God the Father.

· Now, I realize that I must mentally yield to God the Holy Spirit so that I can make a new-man application from the sphere of the Spirit from the source of my new-man.

· Now, I will apply my pertinent new-man strategy from my conscious launching platform to the life situation that I am presently encountering.

“Balderdash,” you say. “Are you telling me that have to do all that to get victory over my old-man’s sinful reactions to my life situations?”

My response: “No, that’s what God the Father is telling you. I’m just His mouthpiece explaining this portion of His protocol plan given to you in Romans 6:11 and 6:13.”

Principles: You cannot apply what you do not know; and you may not apply what you do know.
Once the process is learned and an application of the process is made for the first time, by divine design, the lapsed time between recognizing an encountered circumstance and every subsequent new-man application diminishes in time. (God has programmed the human mind to work that way.)
What many people are unwilling to believe is that God the Father’s program for overcoming personal sin is not difficult to understand nor is it difficult to apply. However, it MUST be understood and it MUST be applied if victory over personal sin is to be achieved and personal impact in the resolution of the angelic conflict is to be achieved.

Once God the Father’s plan for victory over personal sin is learned, even the first application occurs rather quickly – perhaps only a few seconds for the human mind to process the entire plan. Why? It’s because the plan is understood.
As subsequent applications are made, and lapsed time decreases between circumstance encountered and new-man strategy applied, the human mind processes the entire plan even more quickly – yes, from seconds in row #1, box #1 to micro seconds by the time you reach row #19, box #19.

By the time you reach row #19, box #19, you are NOT saying to yourself:

· Now, let me remember: I am encountering a life situation.

· Now, let me remember: The nature of this situation has previously triggered an application.

· Now, let me remember: I recognize this application as a reactive old-man strategy applied from my subconscious platform.

· Now, let me remember: On this present occasion, I choose to reckon1 my old-man and his sinful reaction dead . . .

· . . . until you reach the end of the process.

No, it works that way only in the mind of the person who doesn’t understand the plan and doesn’t understand how God the Father has created the human mind to work.

Watch a little baby in a highchair. The first time he or she attempts to eat the mashed potatoes on the tray, they go in the hair, up the nose, in the ear, or perhaps on the floor. After a little practice the mouth is found minus the previous struggles. Now, see yourself as that baby with your “mashed potatoes of victory” over your personal sins, realizing that it’s only a diminishing time factor associated with a number of repetitions of the appropriate plan until you repeatedly find your mouth, meaning, victory has been achieved!

Conclusions
1)
Until a piece of new-man clothing (a new-man strategy) has been processed from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform, ALL application is made to a life situation from the conscious launching platform.

2)
The difference between application from the conscious launching platform and application from the subconscious launching platform is the amount of time given to thought before an application is made.

3)
As the process of habituation takes place, the more often an application of the same piece of clothing is made, the amount of time required to think about the application diminishes.

4)
When a piece of clothing has been habituated, no thought is required to make the pertinent application when the pertinent circumstance is encountered.

Moving from Old-man Habituation to New-man Habituation

After the moment of salvation, the newly born-again believer continues his or her default function of habituated old-man reactions to his or her life’s situations. The application of old-man habituated reactions will continue in the life of every believer until both the “rebound technique” and “Operation KRRY” are learned and properly applied.

Suppose for the moment that the “rebound technique” is already understood and is being applied as necessary. Now, the issue at-hand is to learn the mechanics of “Operation KRRY.”
“Operation KRRY” is the key to moving from “habituated” old-man reactions to “habituated” new-man responses. Consider the following truths:
 1.
The spiritual heart contains the following:

· new-man clothes closet.
· vocabulary storage area.
· doctrinal categorical storage area.
· conscience.
· old-man clothes closet.
· vocabulary storage area.
· doctrinal categorical storage area.
· conscience.
· launching center.
· conscious launching platform.
· subconscious launching platform.
 2.
Consider the difference between the believer’s conscious launching platform and his subconscious launching platform:
A.
The conscious launching platform:

1)
By the time a believer reaches adulthood chronologically, generally speaking, all old-man strategies have been habituated to the subconscious launching platform. What follows references only new-man strategies.
2)
Every single piece of data located on the conscious launching platform is a piece of new-man clothing. The conscious launching platform is the location from which all strategies are applied to a life situation prior to the time a piece of new-man clothing has become habituated.

3)
Until a piece of new-man clothing has become habituated, it is applied from the conscious launching platform.

4)
Suppose for a moment that it takes twenty applications of the same piece of new-man clothing to be habituated. Each time the occasion arises for that particular piece of clothing to be applied, it enters the process of moving from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform. (It is not moved to the subconscious platform just because the process is underway. The complete process from row #1, box #1 to row #19, box #19 precedes the transfer. As long as the process is underway, the piece of clothing being processed remains on the conscious launching platform.)
5)
The more often a piece of new-man clothing is applied, the closer it comes to becoming habituated, which means it comes closer to being placed on the subconscious launching platform.

6)
One difference between an application from the conscious launching platform and the subconscious launching platform is the amount of time needed to consider the application to be launched into application.
7)
Each time a piece of new-man clothing is applied to a life situation, the time required to consider it as pertinent for its next application is diminished. This is the process of habituation at work.
8)
The process of habituation might be looked upon as a process leading to Christian maturity. When a new-man strategy is first learned, it might be viewed as being at the lowest growth level of 1, needing to reach maturity at a growth level of 20. Maturity is represented by truth habituated with the assumption that it will be applied when the pertinent circumstance is encountered.
What About a Newborn Baby (human life, not spiritual life)?
1)
As a newborn baby grows, it learns various strategies to meet its various needs. Once a new strategy is learned it locates on the launching center’s conscious launching platform. Through repeated application, the new strategy becomes habituated to the subconscious launching platform – and so it is with every new strategy learned. Each strategy eventually becomes habituated – and the habituation of many strategies occurs at a very early age.
2)
Until a human being becomes born-again, innumerable old-man strategies have been habituated and are carried into the Christian way of life.

3)
The question remains regarding how to replace the habituated pieces of old-man clothing with the appropriate pieces of new-man clothing. That will be addressed later in this paper.

B.
The subconscious launching platform:

1)
The subconscious launching platform is the location of every piece of clothing that has been habituated, whether old-man or new-man.
2)
All clothing, whether old-man or new-man, remains on the conscious launching platform until habituated.

3)
Each time a piece of clothing is applied to a circumstance of life, that piece of clothing comes one step closer to being habituated. For example, if a piece of clothing requires twenty applications to be totally habituated, each application represents a step of advancement toward habituation. In this case there would be twenty steps of advancement in the habituation process. The difference between one step and the next higher step is a reduction in the response time required to decide the strategy to be applied. When step twenty is reached, all future applications of the piece of clothing will be applied without thought. It will be an automatic response. Why? Because the very nature of habituation is an unconscious reaction or response depending upon whether the piece of clothing is old-man or new-man.
4)
The moment a piece of clothing, whether old-man or new-man, has become habituated, it is transferred from the conscious launching platform to the subconscious launching platform.
A Closer Look at “Operation KRRY”
 1.
Habituation implies an automatic application without having to think before acting. That’s the very nature of habituated old-man reactions and new-man responses. Do not get hung-up on whether a cognitive decision is made or not made in a habituated reaction or response. The issue is that before you realize what you are about to do, you have already done it: a thought, a feeling, a spoken word, a behavioral act, or a rationalization. That again is the nature of habituation, whether an old-man reaction or a new-man response.
 2.
There are four steps in the proper function of “Operation KRRY,” and their functions carry with them a functional logical sequence: first, you KNOW, then, you RECKON1, then, you RECKON2, and finally, you YIELD.

 3.
All personal sins and human good are produced by the old-man. The old-man is the abstract personification of the intrinsically neutral soul yielded to the body’s sinful nature. The old-man produces the following: personal sins in three categories: mental, verbal, and overt; and human good in three categories: humanitarianism, philanthropy, and altruism.

 4.
God the Father orders the circumstances of life. Among other things, these circumstances are designed to get the attention of the believer whose disappointments and discouragements are due to failed personal strategies of life that were designed to meet personal needs.

 5.
When the believer has reached the point of being sick-and-tired of being sick-and-tired, and has learned “Operation KRRY,” then it must be applied. (It’s amazing how many persons have heard of “Operation KRRY” but don’t know how it works.)

 6.
“Operation KRRY” is the key to overcoming the sinful nature inherent in every one of us.

 7.
Here’s how “Operation KRRY” works:

knowing

“K” stands for “knowing”. Dan Wallace in Greek Grammar Beyond the Basics, p. 333, translates the nominative plural, present, active, participle of the word “knowing” as “since we know.” “Knowing” is the first step of “Operation KRRY.” Don’t ignore it; don’t overlook it; don’t skip it; don’t reject it. To overcome the sinful nature, the believer must know that God the Father has decreed that the sinful nature was crucified WITH Christ rendering it judicially dead. This judicial pronouncement is the basis for overcoming the sinful nature. From the moment the believer understands and believes this, there is nothing more required of this first step. Move on to step 2, and there is no need to come back to this step again because it is something you understand and believe.
reckon1
“R1” stands for “reckon.” This is the second step of “Operation KRRY.” Don’t ignore it; don’t overlook it; don’t skip it; don’t reject it. The believer must reckon, consider, trust, believe that what God the Father has said about the sinful nature being judicially dead is true. It has been rendered dead, and if dead, no longer operative from God’s point of view. This reckoning, “R1”, occurs the moment the believer takes God the Father’s point of view. “R1” is the basis for the believer rendering his or her own personal sinful nature experientially dead to sin. When the position of “R1”is taken by a conscious and deliberate choice, whatever personal sin the believer is about to commit has the potential of not being committed because the believer understands that the sin about to be committed has its source in the old-man, and the old-man has been rendered experientially dead to sin. “R1” is not a one-shot deal, that is, now that you or I have reckoned the old-man dead to sin, you or I will never have to reckon him dead again. That’s incorrect.
There are two things that should be understood regarding why (“R1”) is not a one shot deal. The first reason is that the word “old-man” is a metonymy, meaning a noun that takes the place of another noun. The second reason is that a specific personal sin that has been habituated is not removed from the subconscious launching platform just because a new-man strategy is applied in a specific circumstance. This does, however, imply that application can be made from the conscious launching platform, taking precedence over application from the subconscious launching platform when alertness and awareness are functioning.

Considering metonymy, in this case the word “old-man” takes the place of every personal sin that the old-man is capable of committing. When you reckon the old-man dead to sin, you are telling yourself that the sin that you are about to commit has its source in the old-man, and if the old-man is dead to sin, that which is dead is unable to commit the sin. This is “R1” and this type of reasoning is the basis for victory over every possible type of personal sin, whether mental, verbal, or overt. Since personal sin is an old-man strategy for dealing with a life situation, in a physically adult believer, this old-man strategy is stored on the subconscious launching platform. Remember, that until a new-man strategy designed to replace this old-man strategy has been habituated, this old-man strategy remains on the subconscious launching platform. As long as this old-man strategy remains on the subconscious launching platform, when the life situation occurs that triggers this old-man strategy, only alertness and awareness enables this believer to say “no” to this old-man strategy. Saying “no” is tantamount to reckoning (“R1”) the old-man dead to sin.

This word “reckon” (“R1”) is a present, active, imperative. A Manual Grammar of the Greek New Testament, Dana & Mantey, p. 300, says “when the present imperative is used it denotes continuous or repeated action. The active voice indicates that the believer is responsible to produce reckoning, and the imperative mood indicates that the believer is commanded to reckon (“R1”). The present tense is important. In this case, repeated action explains the proper use of this word. During the time that the new-man strategy is located on the conscious launching platform and is in the process of habituation, reckoning the old-man dead to sin will be a repeated practice before every application of that strategy is made. This repeated practice will continue until the new-man strategy becomes habituated. Repetition is not required as a form of ritual. The reason for repetitious reckoning (“R1”) is found in the latter part of Galatians 5:17:
Galatians 5:17 The old sinful nature loves to do evil, which is just opposite from what the Holy Spirit wants. And the Spirit gives us desires that are opposite from what the sinful nature desires. These two forces are constantly fighting each other, and your choices are never free from this conflict. NLT

There it is. “These two forces are constantly fighting each other, and your choices are never free from this conflict.”
The forces are the flesh and the Spirit. Both of these terms are metonymies. The flesh is the substitute for an old-man strategy located on the subconscious launching platform. The Spirit is the substitute for a new-man strategy located on the conscious launching platform. The new-man strategy and the old-man strategy constantly fight each other, and this battle is never more evident than when the believer makes a decision to apply a new-man strategy from the conscious launching platform instead of applying an old-man strategy located on the subconscious launching platform. When the believer is mentally alert so as to be aware of an immediate circumstance that triggers an old-man habituated reaction and determines to apply a new-man strategy that is in the process of being habituated, the battle is on. Therefore, functioning in alertness and awareness, the believer is able to reckon the old-man dead to sin.
Notice that “your choices are never free from this conflict.” The words “your choices” are important to our discussion. When a strategy is habituated, choices are not required for application. These applications are “automatic” – without thought and without choice. Until a new-man strategy is habituated it remains on the conscious launching platform, and the battle rages between the new-man and old-man strategy. This is why the believer will continue to reckon (“R1”) until the new-man strategy is habituated.
reckon2
“R2” stands for “reckon.” This is the third step of “Operation KRRY.” Don’t ignore it; don’t overlook it; don’t skip it; don’t reject it. This word is an elliptical reckon, meaning the author, namely, the Apostle Paul, omitted this word on purpose, believing the reader to be intelligent enough to know that the word was implied and would be inserted by the reader. The point is this. As the old-man is to be reckoned dead to the sinful nature, so the new-man is to be reckoned, considered, trusted, believed to be alive unto God (the Father). Based upon the concept of parallelism, if the first reckoning (“R1”) of the old-man dead to sin is a present, active, imperative, there is no need to believe that the second, elliptical reckoning (“R2”) of the new-man alive unto God, is anything other than a present, active, imperative.

While it may be redundant to say the following, it is deemed necessary for clarity’s sake. This word “reckon” (“R2”) is a present, active, imperative. Again, A Manual Grammar of the Greek New Testament, Dana & Mantey, p. 300, says “when the present imperative is used it denotes continuous or repeated action. The active voice indicates that the believer is responsible to produce reckoning; and the imperative mood indicates the believer as commanded to reckon (“R2”). The present tense is important. In this case, also, repeated action explains the proper use of this word. While a new-man strategy is located on the conscious launching platform during the process of habituation, reckoning the new-man alive unto God will be a repeated practice every time an application of that strategy is made. This repeated practice will continue until the new-man strategy becomes habituated. Repetition is not required as a form of ritual. The reason for repetitious reckoning (“R2”) is found in the latter part of Galatians 5:17:

Galatians 5:17 The old sinful nature loves to do evil, which is just opposite from what the Holy Spirit wants. And the Spirit gives us desires that are opposite from what the sinful nature desires. These two forces are constantly fighting each other, and your choices are never free from this conflict. NLT

There it is, again. “These two forces are constantly fighting each other, and your choices are never free from this conflict.

The forces are the flesh and the Spirit. Both of these terms are metonymies. The flesh is the substitute for the old-man strategy located on the subconscious launching platform. The Spirit is the substitute for the new-man strategy located on the conscious launching platform. The new-man strategy and the old-man strategy constantly fight each other, and this battle is never more evident than when the believer makes a decision to apply a new-man strategy from the conscious launching platform instead of applying the old-man strategy located on the subconscious launching platform. When the believer is mentally alert so as to be aware of an immediate circumstance that triggers an old-man habituated reaction and determines to apply the new-man strategy that is in the process of being habituated, the battle is on. Therefore, functioning in alertness and awareness, the believer is able to reckon the new-man alive unto God the Father.

Notice again that “your choices are never free from this conflict.” The words “your choices” continues to be important to our discussion. When a strategy is habituated, choices are not required for application. These applications are “automatic” – without thought and without choice. Until a new-man strategy is habituated it remains on the conscious launching platform, and the battle rages between the new-man and old-man strategy. This is why the believer will continue to reckon (“R2”) the new-man alive unto God until the new-man strategy is habituated.

yield

“Y” stands for “yield.” This is the fourth step of “Operation KRRY.” Don’t ignore it; don’t overlook it; don’t skip it; don’t reject it. This word is a second person plural, aorist, active, imperative, different from the present, active, imperative of the two “reckons” (“R1”) and (“R2”) of verse 11. Again, A Manual Grammar of the Greek New Testament, Dana & Mantey, p. 300, says “when the aorist imperative is used it denotes summary action – ‘an action that is either transient or instantaneous, . . . or to be undertaken at once.’” This seems to be telling us that the aorist imperative can be interpreted in one of three ways: 1) the action of yielding is transient; 2) the action of yielding is instantaneous; or 3) the action of yielding is to be undertaken at once. Since we are talking about the divinely designed mechanics of “Operation KRRY” leading to life in the sphere of the Spirit, definition #1 doesn’t seem to fit. Yielding in this sense can hardly mean “temporary” or “passing with time.” Definition #2 makes some sense in that yielding could be “instantaneous;” but definition #3 makes even more sense when considered as the final step of a four step process leading to life in the sphere of the Spirit. Consider the following:

· Since you know that your old-man was crucified with Christ, now . . .

· Repeat reckoning yourself indeed dead to sin, now . . .

· Repeat reckoning yourself alive unto God the Father, now . . .

· Yield instantaneously (don’t wait another second) or now that you have the first three steps behind you, you’re almost there, so undertake yielding at once (don’t delay your entrance into life in the sphere of Spirit).
Summarizing Why “R1”, “R2”, and Yielding Must Function in Every Box, #1 - #19:

 1.
The battle between the flesh and the Spirit never ends during the temporal life of a believer.

 2.
A distinction should be made between the “conscious launching platform” and the “subconscious platform.”

· Application of a new-man strategy from the conscious launching platform demands a conscious decision.

· Application from the subconscious launching platform requires no thought.

 3.
The very nature of a habituated application is that it requires no thought before the application is made.
 4.
The present tense of reckon1 and reckon2 indicate that reckon1 and reckon2 are repeated actions, and if repeated, that means more than once.
 6.
Two questions arise:

· If repeated, “what” is repeated?

· If repeated, “when” do the repetitions end?
 7.
The “what” answer: reckon1 and reckon2 are repeated.

 8.
The “when” answer: repetitions end the moment a strategy becomes habituated.

9.
With each reckoning, until the moment of habituation, the amount of time required to think, consider, the strategy to be applied diminishes.

Conclusion: Reckon1 and Reckon2 are not one time applications. They continue to be part of the overcoming process of every particular strategy until that particular strategy is habituated. The fact that through repeated use the human mind processes more quickly the various steps leading to habituation should not lead one to believe that the process is not taking place. The present tense of the present, active, imperative of the word “reckon” says different.
When the four step process of “Operation KRRY” are taught as the mechanics of entering life in the sphere of the Spirit, it is rejected by many as being formulaic, wherein the term formulaic connotes negatively, as though a four step process is no more than a ritual without a reality, as though the four steps of “Operation KRRY” makes phase 2 of the Christian way of life too cumbersome. “Why not just simplify the process?” some say. “Now that we are saved, why not just jump right over this (“R1”) and (“R2”) stuff and get right to the point of ‘yielding to the Spirit?” While that may sound alright, the problem with ignoring (“R1”) and (“R2”) is that they just happen to be part of God the Father’s plan for entering life in the sphere of the Spirit. What those who want to ignore (“R1”) and (“R2”) don’t seem to understand is that becoming saved and then jumping straight to yielding to the Spirit while ignoring (“R1”) and (“R2”) results in “obedience to the Father’s plan” from the source of the old-man. This is tantamount to “doing the right thing,” but “doing it in the wrong way.”
Until the believer habituates every new-man truth that he or she has processed to the conscious launching platform of the soul, the internal battle between the flesh (old-man sinful nature) and the Spirit (new-man spiritual nature) continues. However, every time a particular new-man truth is applied to a life situation from the conscious launching platform, the new-man spiritual nature overcomes the old-man sinful nature. As the process of habituating a particular new-man truth continues, the fierceness of the battle between the old-man and the new-man regarding that particular truth diminishes in favor of the new-man. In other words, the more you apply, the stronger you become – one truth at a time. It must be remembered that victory over one old-man strategy does not imply victory over every old-man strategy imbedded on the soul’s subconscious launching platform. Every old-man strategy must be dealt with one at a time until all are conquered. That’s reality in the Christian way of life, and that’s the reality of the angelic conflict, and until you and I as believers in Jesus Christ conquer the old-man strategies entrenched as enemy combatants on our subconscious launching platform, don’t ever expect God the Father to say to you, “WITNESS TAKE THE STAND!”
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
