The Three Men Inside the Born-Again Christian
There are three men living inside the born-again Christian: the old-man, the new-man, and the neutral-man.

The old-man:  The term old-man is an abstract personification of the neutral-man when the neutral man has yielded himself to the physical body’s sinful nature.

The new-man: The term new-man is an abstract personification of the neutral-man when the neutral-man is yielded to the Holy Spirit who resided in the human spirit.

The neutral-man: The term neutral-man is an abstract personification of the “person” who is the “Director” of the intrinsically neutral soul.

The “neutral-man” may be called by different names, such as, “the real you,” “the Director of the soul,” however, to maintain parallelism with the terms old-man and new-man, the term neutral-man seems appropriate.

The terms old-man, new-man, and neutral-man answer the question “who.”

The terms “the real you” and “Director” answer the question “what.”

“Who” Parallels: old-MAN, new-MAN, neutral-MAN.
Non-Parallels (two “who’s” and a “what”): old-man, new-man, the real you/the Director.
THE CONCEPTS OF ALERTNESS AND AWARENESS
Alertness and Awareness: What Are They?

Suppose you are driving down the highway on “auto-pilot.” While you are keeping the car between the white lines, your mind is occupied with something else – hence, driving on “auto-pilot” – another term for “subconsciously”. You are unaware of a car pulling out from a stop sign on your right, and you are broadsided by that car. Until impact, you were totally unaware of the car pulling out from the right. You were unaware because you were not driving in an alert mode. Your mind was elsewhere, and not on defensive driving. Your subconscious mind was being used to keep the car between the white lines, but your conscious mind was anywhere but upon driving. You learned a lesson the hard way – drive defensively. Thereafter, you determined that a different approach was needed for the driving process. You determined that alertness and awareness was the best procedure when driving (these terms should not be confused with one another; by definition they are not synonymous).

When leaving your location, you determine to keep your conscious mind on the road. That’s alertness. Because you are now alert while driving, you suddenly notice a car inching forward from a stop sign and believe it is ready to proceed through the stop sign into your driving lane. You slow down to allow that car to pull out in front of you, and because of your awareness you avoided a collision. You were aware because you were first alert. Alertness precedes awareness. Alertness is a mental state. Awareness becomes your perception because you were first alert.

Until the born-gain Christian determines to activate the mental states of alertness and awareness of encountered life situations, old-man reactions will never be replaced because the process of transformation requires mental alertness so as to anticipate and identify through awareness oncoming life situations that heretofore were handled by old-man behavior.
